1. Plug the USB wireless transceiver to your PC.  

 

2. Right-click on the sound icon on the system tray, and then select Sounds. 

 

3. On the Playback tab, select Razer Nari - Chat from the list, and then set it as the 

Default Communication Device. 
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4. On the Playback tab, select Razer Nari - Game from the list, and then set it as the

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6. USING YOUR RAZER NARI 

USING THE VOLUME CONTROL 

Rotate the volume control to increase or decrease the volume.  

 

USING THE GAME/CHAT BALANCE 

Rotate the game/chat balance to increase the in-game volume and decrease the voice chat 

volume or vice versa. By default, the notch on the wheel is set to the middle to indicate 50% 

chat and 50% game volume. 
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USING THE RETRACTABLE MIC 

Pull the tip of the mic until it is fully extended.  

 

Bend the mic until it is parallel to your mouth, then adjust the length as preferred. Make sure 

the mic diaphragm is in front and the air vent is facing away from your mouth.

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AUDIO TAB 

The Audio tab is the main tab for your Razer Nari. From here, you can customize your 

device’s settings to unleash its full potential. Changes made under this tab are automatically 

saved to your system and cloud storage.     
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SOUND 

The Sound subtab is for modifying your device’s sound properties.      

 

Profile 

Profile is a data storage for keeping all your Razer peripheral’s settings. By default, the profile 

name is based on your system’s name. To add, rename, duplicate, or delete a profile, simply 

press the Miscellaneous button (  ).  

Sound Properties 

Clicking the link will launch the Windows sound properties window.  
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MIXER 

The Mixer subtab allows you to enable/disable the THX Spatial Audio, as well as calibrate the 

audio positioning.  

 

ENHANCEMENT 

The Enhancement subtab is for customizing the incoming audio settings.
